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The 102MW South Canoe Wind Project will produce 320,000,000kWh (320 
gigawatt hours) per year which is enough to power nearly 32,000 homes –  the 
equivalent of almost 3% of Nova Scotia’s power consumption. 

The South Canoe Wind Project will have the same positive impact as taking 
66,720 cars off the road or planting 160,000 trees.
